Rules of Attending Play by Nest

By enrolling your child in activities (Chugim, Open Play and Friday Fun) at Play by Nest, you agree to the following
terms and conditions:
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Participation in a scheduled activity is contingent upon a minimum of 4 attendees. In the event that the
required number of participants is not met, the activity will be canceled and parent/guardian notified 4 hours
in advance. The session will be credited back to your account.

Registration is open. You can cancel up to 4 hours before a chug/Open Play. Friday Fun can be cancelled
up to 12 hours before.

The parent/guardian is responsible for ensuring their child's arrival and departure as per the scheduled
times.

The parent/guardian must complete an intake form for chugim in which children attend without a
parent/guardian present.

Each child requires a booking. Siblings attending the same activity require a separate booking.

You agree not to wear shoes inside the activity space nor bring in any food or drink.

There are no refunds for a missed booking regardless of the reason.

At least one parent/guardian must be present with their child at all times in the activity center unless
otherwise stated.

Open Play is only open to children aged between 6 months to three years old. If a member of staff deems a
child to be under or over this age, they have the right to ask the parent/guardian to show ID or leave.

The parent/guardian agrees to undertake all responsibility for any accidents and injuries caused within the
activity center to you or your child(ren) and agrees this is not the responsibility of Nest.

The signing parent/guardian agrees to cover any costs associated with the direct result of damaged toys on
your/or your child(ren)’s part.

No one is permitted to enter or use the co-working space.

You agree to only attend the activity center within your child’s age group and allotted time.

Health and safety
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Parents/guardian’s agree not to bring a sick child into the space. If a member of staff deems a child to be
sick at their discretion, the parent/guardian agrees to vacate the activity center. No refund will be given.

In the event of an emergency and if a guardian is present, it is the parent’s/guardian’s responsibility to call
the relevant emergency services.

Mamad
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There is a mamad located on each floor. On floor 6, the mamad is inside the common toilet area to the right
after you exit the elevators. It is the responsibility of each parent/guardian to escort your child to the safe
space in the event of a siren.
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
